SUBJECT: Hearing Schedule   
  
 
Based on requests received by the U.S. Department of Commerce, we have scheduled a public 
hearing regarding the preliminary determinations in the above-referenced circumvention 
inquiries, to be simultaneously held both virtually via Microsoft Teams and at the Herbert C. 
Hoover building, 1401 Constitution Avenue, NW, Washington DC 20230, on Tuesday July 18, 
2023, at 10:00 am EDT.  Anyone wishing to participate in, or attend, the hearing is asked to 
email the following information to both Paola Aleman Ordaz at Paola.AlemanOrdaz@trade.gov 
and Jeff Pedersen at Jeffrey.Pedersen@trade.gov by no later than close of business on Thursday 
July 13, 2023: 
 

1. The name of the person or persons who will attend the hearing, the name of the law firm 
or company at which they work, and whether each person will attend the hearing virtually 
or in-person. 

2. The email address of each person who will attend the hearing virtually. 
3. The name of any foreign national who will attend the hearing in-person. 

 
Pursuant to 19 CFR 351.310, each party participating in the hearing may make an affirmative 
presentation only of arguments included in that party’s case brief(s) and may make a rebuttal 
presentation only of arguments included in that party’s rebuttal brief(s).  As this is a public 
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hearing, no business proprietary information should be discussed during the hearing.  No 
recording devices are allowed inside the hearing room. 
 
Counsel for the requester of the above-referenced circumvention inquiries, Auxin Solar Inc. 
(Auxin), and those who support Auxin’s request, will have a total of 90 minutes for their 
presentation at the hearing, limited to the comments made in their tranche 1 and tranche 2 case 
and rebuttal briefs.  Counsel for the respondents in these circumvention inquiries, will also have 
a total of 90 minutes for their presentation at the hearing, limited to the comments made in their 
tranche 1 and tranche 2 case and rebuttal briefs.  At the start of the hearing, parties should notify 
the hearing chair of how the 90 minutes has been distributed among them and which 
representatives will make presentations. 
 
The hearing will begin promptly at 10:00 am EDT.  All individuals who attend the hearing in 
person should arrive at the Herbert C. Hoover building by no later than 9:45 a.m. on the day of 
the hearing.  Please enter the Herbert C. Hoover building at the main entrance on 14th Street, 
and, upon arrival, contact Paola Aleman Ordaz at (202) 482-4031 or Jeff Pedersen at (202) 482-
2769 to be escorted to the hearing room.  All individuals attending the hearing in person must 
present a valid form of government-issued personal identification (e.g., driver’s license or 
passport) and clear security in order to enter the Herbert C. Hoover building.  If an individual 
who is attending the hearing in person is a foreign national, please contact Paola Aleman Ordaz 
at Paola.AlemanOrdaz@trade.gov or Jeff Pedersen at Jeffrey.Pedersen@trade.gov as soon as 
possible for additional guidance regarding obtaining clearance to enter the Herbert C. Hoover 
building.
