After just over a year and a half since the
OECD Council invited Costa Rica to begin its accession process, and the approval of the Roadmap with the steps to guide this process, the Government has made
significant progress thanks to important inter-institutional efforts and under the coordination of the Ministry of Foreign Trade.

The accession process is an evaluation exercise that could be compared to a medical check-up, which allows the country to be evaluated in a series of key areas and obtain
recommendations for improvements to public policies and practices. As part of this checkup, the doctor requests general information and history from the patient; Then,

perform a physical examination and other medical tests that you consider necessary to reach an accurate diagnosis; and finally, it gives recommendations on how to
improve the patient's health status.
